THE PURPOSE OF THE POLICY

We at BFIS believe that homework is an integral part of the curriculum. It provides
children with the skills of independent learning and helps them develop the confidence and
discipline needed to study on their own. Homework is the ideal vehicle to stress that
education is a shared responsibility between home and school and helps to establish such
a working partnership.

WHAT WILL HOMEWORK CONSIST OF?

IN KG I - IT CHILDREN WILL BE SET HOMEWORK AS FOLLOWS:

Special emphasis on vocabulary enhancement is done by giving vocabulary
reinforcement home tasks exclusively on weekly basis. Further, gradually
developing students’ reading skills and sentence formation. This makes reading
practice once a week.

Three written English homework, is given to KG I —II in the start of the session that
may extend to four written homework’s by the end of the academic session besides
oral reinforcement activities.

Three written Math home tasks, are given to KG I —II in the start of the session that
may extend to four written home tasks by the end of the academic session besides
oral reinforcement activities.

EPL & General Knowledge projects to be intimated one week prior to the activity
conduction.

Parents are informed about the concepts to be covered throughout the week via the
portal in advanced.

IN YEARS 1 -3 CHILDREN WILL BE SET HOMEWORK AS FOLLOWS:

o Special emphasis on reading enhancement by giving extra reading homework’s
exclusively over weekend and attaching reading practice with other reading work
during the week. This makes reading practice twice a week. English written or
oral homework is given twice a week.

Mental Math and calculations hold pivotal importance at junior level. Maths written
or oral homework is given twice a week.

Optional Literacy — Students will be asked to complete either 1,2 or 3 tasks
depending on the teachers’ judgment. Activities will be completed in
the homework notebook unless otherwise stated by the teacher.

Science and Global Citizenship projects to be intimated one week prior to the
activity conduction.

Science homework is given twice a week

Global Citizenship, Islamiat, Arabic and Urdu homework’s are given once a week.

Class Assessments are taken as per the defined schedule.

Teacher has to ensure one core and the other noncore subjects end of unit test,
however there can be an exception of dictation along a test.

o Special emphasis on  reading  enhancement by  giving  extra
reading homework exclusively over weekend and attaching reading practice with
other reading work during the week. This makes reading practice twice a week.
English written or oral homework is given twice a week.

Mental Math and calculations hold pivotal importance at middle wing. Maths
written or oral homework is given twice a week.

Optional Literacy — Students will be asked to complete either 1,2 or 3 tasks
depending on the teachers’ judgment. Activities will be completed in
the homework notebook unless otherwise stated by the teacher.

Science and Global Citizenship projects to be intimated one week prior to the

Science homework is given twice a week.

Islamiat, Arabic, Urdu, Global Citizenship homework is given once a week.

Teacher has to ensure one core and the other non-core subjects end of unit test in a
day however there can be an exception of dictation along a test.

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IN YEARS 9- 13 CHILDREN WILL BE SENT HOMEWORK AS FOLLOWS:
Written tasks are regularly assigned to the senior wing students to enhance their
writing skills.

Research and Project based assessments once a term is assigned to the students to
assess their capabilities and level of understanding of the topic.

In languages, vocabulary acquisition, reading and writing tasks are given
as homework to improve their communication skills.

Revision of material covered in class is done on regular basis by the students.

To prepare the students for their external exams past papers practice for all subjects
is given to them as home task.

Homework is sent via school portal on weekly basis with five MCQs which are
digitally checked and is available to parents on Thursday, every week.
