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Evaluation and Assessment Policy

We believe that effective assessment provides information to improve teaching and
learning. We provide regular feedback on our students' learning so that they may
understand what they need to improve on. This allows us to base our lesson plans on a
detailed knowledge of each student. We keep parents informed on their children's
development on a frequent basis so that teachers, students, and parents can all work
together to enhance standards for all of our students.

Aims and objectives
The aims and objectives of assessment in our school are:
e to enable our students to demonstrate what they know, understand and can do in
their work
to help our students understand what they need to do next to improve their work
to allow teachers to plan work that accurately reflects the needs of each student
to provide regular information for parents that enables them to support their child’s
learning
to provide management with information that allows them to make judgments about
the effectiveness of the school.

Assessment Planning

Our lessons are designed with specific learning objectives in mind. These are based on the
teacher's in-depth understanding of their students. We work hard to make sure that all tasks
are appropriate for each student's skill level. The desired outcomes for each lesson are
clearly stated in our lesson plans.

Our instruction is guided by the goals of our school's curriculum. We outline our school's
goals, objectives, and values, as well as the content that will be taught to each year group,
in this plan.

Types Of Assessment

At BFIS, we recognize that assessment is an integral part of teaching and learning, as it
identifies what pupils already know and what their next steps should be. It is used to guide
future planning, teaching and curriculum development, whilst informing parents of pupil
achievement.

e Class/ End of units Tests

e Mid-Term Tests (Terms 1 & 2)
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Formative assessments are done on regular basis as teachers observe, monitor and give
quality feedback to the students to help them improve their work. End of term summative
assessments measure and evaluate the depth of understanding a student has. Students of
Matric and FSc are assessed externally by Federal Board Pakistan, whereas iPrimary and
iLower Secondary, IGCSE and IAL students are assessed by Pearson, U.K. In addition to
these, the students at BFIS take PISA, TIMSS, and PIRLS exams as well.

Reports

Fortnightly, Mid Term and Term Reports promote and provide:
Information for parents
Child’s academic achievements
Information for the child’s next phase in education
An opportunity for further discussion with parents
Information for outside agencies
Learning targets for the children

Terminal reports are sent to the parents twice a year. Whereas, formative assessments
reports are sent fortnightly in the board classes in the senior wing. Reports outline a child’s
progress in the core and foundation subjects of the School Curriculum. BFIS aims to have
no surprises in the report, as parents are kept regularly informed of progress and any
behavioral issues through monthly reports in the senior wing.

Overall Assessment (KG & 1 to Year 10-IGCSE)

Kindergarten assessment is based on the day-to-day performance of the child. A record of
individual student attainment and progress is maintained through an on-going system of
spaced oral and written activities and parents are regularly apprised of the same. Students’
progress is tracked on a regular basis.

For Year 1 to 10-IGCSE there will be TWO term examinations. Academic achievements
reports are prepared on the basis of formative & summative assessments which include
MCQs, Skills, Class activities & tests, Projects and terminal exams.

Formative and Summative Assessments are conducted to evaluate the teaching learning

process.

e Formative Assessments — Students are assessed on the basis of Class Participation,
Homework, Mid-term Tests marks, and Term Project

e Summative Assessment — Students are assessed on scheduled written examination
conducted in each term

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Overall Assessment (Year 9-13)

Internal Exams

All students of Pakistani stream from years 9 to 12 and students of British stream from
years 9 to 13 are assessed internally in three terminal exams. There is formative
assessment for these classes but the weightage of these formative assessments is not
included in the terminal results.

External Exams

9-10 Matric and 11-12 FSc are assessed externally for their final exams by Federal Board
of Intermediate and Secondary Education Islamabad. Only the students passing internal
exams at this level can qualify for the external exams otherwise they are detained in the
same class. To get promotion to next class, the students are required to pass External
Exams by Federal Board.

Pearson External Tests

BFIS conducts external tests at the end of year 6 and year 9 as part of an external
examination in conjunction with Pearson Edexcel Board. The aim of Pearson external tests
is to provide a cumulative measure of performance at the end of the primary learning phase
to identify students’ strengths and weaknesses through test-result analysis and to provide a
statement of achievement for all students.

RETENTION/ WITH-HOLDING ADMISSION

The school may not forward the external examination form of any child who;
fails to pass internal examination with required percentage (50%), the school
reserves the right to withhold students’ admission form to the Federal board/Pearson
(Edexcel UK).
Fails to maintain 80% attendance.

in order to get promoted to the next level, passing external examination from Federal
Board/ Pearson (Edexcel UK) is compulsory.

In British stream, year 11 students appear in Pearson IGCSE exams whereas year 12
students take IAS and year 13 students take IAL exams by Pearson, UK. In Pakistani
stream students appear in SSC and HSSC exams. Only the students passing internal
exams at this level can qualify for the external exams otherwise they are detained in the
same class. To get promotion to next class, the students are required to pass External
Exams by FBISE/Pearson UK.
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INTERNAL EXAM PROCEDURE
Internal school exams are divided into 2 terms (First Term and Second Term).
Break Down of Each Term Percentage (Summative Assessment : 70% for Term
Exams and Formative Assessment: 30%
Teachers will enter question bank on the internal school portal from the

prescribed syllabus of the term. HOD’s will review the question bank and
approve online. Online portal will generate Question papers accordingly.
Papers will be printed and sealed in envelope two days before exams and
kept in secured place in exam cell.

Seating plan shall then be prepared by the exam cell and given to the
coordinators of the wing a day before the exam takes place.

Roll number slips shall be given to students before the exam.

Coordinators shall collect the question papers hall wise from Exam Cell and
distribute to the invigilators. After the exam, the papers are to be collected
and after counting they are to be put in a paper bag and then sealed. The

sealed bags are then to be deposited to the Examination Cell. The exam cell

shall counter check the number of papers before receiving and signing the

forms.

Award lists are submitted to the examination officer after entering the marks
into school Portal.

Class wise master sheets of award lists are to be printed and given to the
teachers. After checking the scripts, the teachers and HoD are to prepare and
award list of their respective subject and submit it to the exam cell after
getting signatures from Coordinators and Assistant Principal of the

respective Wing.
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
