Alongside verbal appreciation, written and recorded praise is done by awarding
students achievement certificates, medals and trophies for their extra ordinary efforts
in academics, as well as co & extra-curricular accomplishments.

Student Council

Senior school students are assigned with the roles of Head Boy/Girl, Assistant Head
Boy/ Girl afer the transparent process of elections. House Captains are also selected
on the basis of their overall performance (behaviour, regularity & punctuality,
leadership qualities etc.) evaluated by all the concerned teachers and endorsed by the
wing coordinator, assistant principal and principal.

Class Proctors/Monitors

It is believed that rewarding good behavior has a favorable impact on all pupils. By
allocating leadership responsibilities to children within classrooms, BFIS guarantees
that excellent behavior is rewarded. Students with exceptional behavior are given
class proctor sashes from Year 9 to 13 and class monitors are appointed for year 1 to
8 which can serve as a source of inspiration for their peers to follow in their footsteps.

Displays for Success

Digital Screen: Public displays celebrating success and achievement are extremely
powerful. The digital display screen at BFIS celebrates success and achievement at
every opportunity.
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Softboard Display: Both academic and cocurricular as well as extra-curricular
achievements are being celebrated and taken pride in via an across the school
display of their achievements.

All students’ prominent achievements are also regularly published in the school’s
newsletter.
