Below year 5 wearing masks
is optional
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School buses

e Students on the bus does not exceed half of the load limit (50%).
e The school will ensure that a safe distance is maintained among students when getting
on / out the bus

Classrooms

The school has ensured that every student is committed to his assigned place in the
classroom and not to move here and there and not to share his things with others.
The furniture is arranged in a way that 1.5-meter distance is maintained.

Students are obligated not to leave the classroom and mix with students of other
classes during the break time between classes.

The students will not use classroom equipment and teaching aids that cannot be
cleaned and sterilized.

There will be no P.E. Lab or Library class

Visitors and parents

Visitors are not allowed to enter unless extreme necessity.

The school will use all precautionary measures to all visitors and parents.
Parents are requested to seek prior appointment before visiting the school. Parents are
encouraged to communicate through Email, cell phones or the school portal.

Masks

The school will educate staff, students, and parents about the measures to prevent
Covid19, such as: regular cleaning of hands, the use of masks and personal measures
to be taken in the event of feeling sick.

Any staff, visitor or student with temperatures of 37.5 or above will not be allowed into
the school and will return home

Ehteraz app: all adults must show a green Ehteraz status prior to entry onto the school

Handwashing

As all

the guidelines on COVID-19 suggest, washing your hands constantly is a key

preventative measure against the virus.

We will encourage regular hand washing and sanitising.

Teachers will model and guide students on hand washing

Hand wash breaks will be worked into the timetable for all students — before and after
breaks, including snacks in the classroom

Those entering the school will be required to sanitise their hands upon entry

Each bathroom will be appropriately resourced and have posters with effective hand
washing and drying instructions
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Social Distancing

All classrooms will be arranged to ensure social distancing is maximized.

Current Ministry guidelines stipulate no more than 15 students per class.

All common areas will have staggered use so that social distancing can be maintained.
All parents teachers’ meetings, information sessions, and all other meetings will be held
online

. *» No group gatherings: students will not be permitted to gather in groups inside the
school premises (including play areas).

Directional arrows: when students do move around the school site, directional arrows
on the floor indicate the flow of foot traffic.

Cleaning and Disinfecting

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Medical Concerns
e Please keep your child at home if they are unwell.

It is everyone’s duty to notify the school if there is suspected COVID-19 case
The symptoms related to COVID-19 have so far been identified as the following:
A fever >37.5 degrees Celsius
Cough
Body ache or fatigue
Shortness of breath
Sore throat
Runny nose
Diarrhea and Nausea
Headache
Loss of sense of smell or taste
Parents are asked to keep children at home if they show any of the above-mentioned
symptoms
Any student, member of staff or visitor showing any symptoms related to COVID-19
will be isolated immediately in the school clinic and appropriate action taken

Vaccination

> For staff
e All teaching and non-teaching staff must be fully vaccinated. In case of a health
condition, where vaccination is not possible a weekly rapid antigen test report
must be submitted to the school nurse.
