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11. CHILD PROTECTION POLICY

INTRODUCTION:

The Health and Safety of the Students at Bright Future International School is our prime
concern.

Bright Future international school reassures families, students, and school staff that safety and
health protection measures are in place.

There are clear guidelines laid down by the school for First Aid if required by Students and staff.
Bright Future International School is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of
children and young people and expects all staff to share this commitment. Our commitment is
underpinned by robust processes and procedures that seek to maximize opportunity, minimize risk
and continuously promote a culture of safeguarding amongst our workforce and school
community. Our school goal is to provide and maintain a quality service and holistic care to all
our students and staff.

AIMS

Safeguard the health, safety and welfare all students/ staff and anyone else who may be
affected.

Minimize accident and sickness absence rates and promote the wellbeing of students/ staff
by developing a positive attitude.

Plan for the safety of students and staff in case of any emergency.

Educate students in ways to stay healthy by eating a well-balanced diet getting adequate
sleep, taking regular exercise and avoiding harmful substances.

Provide information, instruction, training and supervision as is necessary, to ensure the
health and protection of all students and staff.

Ensure that all accidents, incidents and dangerous occurrences are investigated and
recorded promptly, in-accordance with established accident reporting procedure.

To assist parents with the medical care of their child/children.

To liaise with medical services in support of students with medical needs when necessary.
To maintain appropriate medical records.

To ensure medical information is confidential.

Monitor and review annually the child and staff protection Policy to ensure it reflects best
practice and remains fit for purpose.
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STUDENTS' RESPONSIBILITIES:

All students are expected within the ability to:

e Exercise personal responsibility for safety of themselves and all other students.
e Observe all the safety rules in the school and in particular the instructions of the teaching
staff in the event of an emergency.

STAFFS' RESPONSIBILITIES:

Pay particular attention to the safety aspect involved in the use of Educational equipment
and resources e.g. scissors, knives, thermometers, glass containers, hot liquids, electrical
equipment, wires and clips. During structured play and practical activities, early years
students should be supervised when using small practice materials like pegs and counters,
as these could pose a choking hazard.

Keeping all dangerous solvents e.g. glue, in a lockable cupboard when these are not being
used.

Encouraging all students to participate in PE and break time games etc, to promote health
and fitness.

Encouraging all students to have good personal hygiene habits e.g. training in thorough
hand-washing using soap, rinsing well and drying hands.

Encouraging good dental hygiene.

Encouraging all students to bring healthy foods for breaks.

Ensuring that the air conditioning is working effectively.

Checking the classroom for any trip hazards eg. loose floor covering, untidy equipment
etc.

PARENTS’ RESPONSIBILITY:

On admission to the school, parents are required to provide full details of a child's medical
conditions, regular and emergency medication, emergency contact number, name of the
family doctor, details of hospital consultants (if any), allergies, special dietary requirements
etc.

It is the parents’ responsibility to ensure up-to-date records of home and work contact
numbers are available to the school in an emergency.

Parents must ensure adequate supplies of the medication are provided at all time.

Ensure their children attend school in good health.

Provide prompt communication to explain all absences.
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PROCEDURE:
FIRST AID UNIT:

There is a First Aid Unit equipped with all necessary equipment as per approved standard
of Ministry of Health, Qatar. At present a well-qualified (QCHP) nurse is working full time. She
is responsible to provide all first aid help to students and staff.

SCHOOL NURSE:

School Nurse is responsible for caring for students who get sick or injured during school
hours, taking vital signs, recording symptoms, and administering basic medical aid.
Emergency care and first aid treatment. Proper management of students, chronic health
problem (such as Diabetes, Asthma etc).

e Initiate health program to students adhered by Ministry of Health, Qatar.

e Routine health screening for all students.

e School nurse also educate students on health care and growth development.

FIRST AID:

It is Bright Future School's policy to provide first aid support to someone if they are injured
or become unwell in school, and to ensure that the school complies with the Occupational Health
and Safety (First Aid) Regulations of State of Qatar. It will be make sure that at least one trained
first aider is available in school who will provide first aid support as when necessary.

SICK OR INJURED CHILDREN:

e Where a student is assessed by the nurse as too unwell to remain at school, the parents are
contacted and requested to collect their child.

e In case of serious emergency, an ambulance is called and parents are contacted
immediately.
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ACCIDENT:

BFIS acknowledges that accidents can and do happen. Whilst the child protection policy aims
to minimize any risk and safeguard all stakeholders, provision is made in the event of incidents. If
incidents happen all staff must act appropriately by:

Referring for assistance immediately.

Ensuring the safety and well-being of any other students.

Not moving the affected student if further injury is possible.

Providing support in a calm and professional manner.

Treatment only being provided by an employed school nurse or trained appropriate staff
member unless in an emergency situation.

Contacting parent/ guardian/ next of kin if appropriate. (Principal / Assistant Principal/
Coordinator /School Nurse)

Not taking a student to hospital for medical assistance in their own transport.

Not contacting private medical organizations, only Hamad Medical Corporation
Ambulance Services (999) when required.

If requested, accompany an injured or sick student to Hamad Hospital and stay until the
parent/guardian next of kin arrives.

Collect any medical information provided by the hospital and pass it immediately to the
parent/ guardian/ next of kin upon their arrival.

BFIS is responsible to ensure that parent/ guardian/next of kin are informed in an appropriate
timeframe. They must ensure that any stakeholder who is sent to medical assistance (Nurse) must
not be delayed waiting for parent/guardian/ next of kin to attend. If a student is sent to Hamad
Hospital, a member of staff must be provided to accompany them until a parent/guardian next of
kin arrives, unless directed by Hamad staff not to do so.
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
