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BFIS aims to develop knowledge, character and interpersonal skills among the students, and transform them
into self-motivated ethical citizens, who contribute positively and effectively towards shaping morally and
culturally progressing societies.
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14. CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITY POLICY

Bright Future International School has a commitment to provide students with a range
of educational experiences which recognizes the significance of learning beyond the classroom.
Participation in co-curricular activities is valued and encouraged as a vital component of a
pupil’s educational program and social development. We also recognize the importance of
effective processes and planning in relation to co-curricular activities in order to minimize
disruption and ensure the welfare of pupils, staff and external providers.

BFIS considers socio-personal development of their students as an integral part of
education. Keeping in view, this educational goal to provide the hands-on experience and
practical participation opportunities to the students, the school always encourages the students
to step forward and seek keen participation in different activities. Accordingly, co-curricular
activities are on high priority with BFIS. A host of activities are conducted with a fair degree
of frequency in the school. These include annual festival, subject based quizzes, speech
declamations, story/essay writing competitions, spelling bee, word-building contests,
handwriting/calligraphy/art competitions, IT competitions, celebrations of important religious
and national days. The high points are annual festival, inter-school science exhibition, annual
sports day and the publication of the school newsletter, which is completely managed by the

editorial board comprised of the students. Field trips and study tours also figure as a part of
extra/co-curricular activities. Guest speakers and literary figures are frequently invited for
lectures to educate children on broad spectrum of issues.

OBJECTIVES

These should be done in a safe, consistent way so that pupils,
parents and staff are aware of the procedures and so that the activities are executed
safely and with due regard to the pupils’ care.

interests to help them develop as healthy, confident, creative, socially adept and
culturally aware individuals.

e Annual school calendar is circulated appropriately to give students, teachers and parents
a head up of school activities and programs for the academic year.

SCHOOL ACTIVITIES PLAN

School prepares the whole year activities as per the age group of the students. The plan
is circulated to the parents at the start of the academic session. It is prepared after discussion
with Academic council, Head of department and activity incharge. Following are kept in mind
while preparing the annual activity plan:

THE ACTIVITY COMMITTEE

In designing extra-curricular activities, we aim to extend classroom learning and let
students have a balanced development on knowledge, ability, attitude and values, so as to
realize our objective in education, i.e. education on spiritual, moral, intellectual, physical,
social and aesthetic aspects.

The school has formed an Activity Committee to help plan, organize and monitor all
kinds of co-curricular and extracurricular activities taking place in school. Activity committee
will keep the record of all the activities which are available for the review at any time by
ministry official. Invoices and payment receipt are also kept for the record in the case of paid
activities. Reports are also prepared from planning to measure the impact of implementation
on enhancing the knowledge, skills and competencies of students and participants. Record will
also be kept for any incident happened during the implementation of activities and ways to deal
it in future.
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REQUIREMENTS FOR SCHOOL APPROVING SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

School will forward annual activities twice (Once in the beginning of September and
second time in beginning of February in the year to Ministry of education for approval. Parents’
consent is necessary for any activity outside the school. Ministry is also informed about any
external activity.

WRITTEN FORM OF CONSENT

The school obtains the prior signed written consent of the pupil’s parent or guardian to
participate in any co-curricular activity. The consent form is retained as a reference document
with the responsible member of staff. This form presents the necessary information to the
parents, for example: the type of activity, its purpose, the duration, the location, the cost (if
any), the supervisors' names, and contact information and transportation arrangements.

SUPERVISION

School provides an adequate and qualified adult supervision in form of the school’s
activity Committee for all School activities, including local trips, competitions and
celebrations. Supervisors take into account the nature of the activity and the ages and numbers
of participating students, and ensure that an emergency plan has been prepared. School

accurately and continuously records pupil’s attendance at all School co-curricular activities.

THURSDAY ACTIVITY PERIOD

Every Thursday, the first lesson in grades from KG to 10 is dedicated as an activity
period. This one-hour long period provides students to exhibit their talents in preparing class
presentations, debates, speeches, art & craft etc. Head of departments ensure beforehand
preparation and submission of these activities to the Assistant Principal, who further
disseminates these planned activities to the concerned teachers.

STUDENTS’ APPRECIATION

Appreciation certificates, trophies, medals, sashes are awarded to the students for
participating in all sorts of internal and external activities. Special awards are also given to the
students for their extraordinary efforts in any aspect of school’s life.
