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36. PRIVATE TRANSPORT PROCEDURES

Safety and security of students and staff is a high priority of the school. While parents
are responsible for student transportation to and from campus, patience and due care are needed
when picking up or dropping off students. Cautious, courteous and attentive driving practices
by everyone are expected.

We at BFIS stress upon the safety of our students as our top priority. Children are often
unpredictable, making them vulnerable to road hazards. Safety and security of the students
commuting through private transport is the sole responsibility of the parents. This
guideline is to advise the parents to make sure that that traffic rules are followed in front of the
school to protect children from accidents and injuries during drop-off and pick-up.

e For private vehicles, ONLY front gate of the school is to be used at all the times.

e The parents, guardians, authorized person or private drivers must drop the students in
front of the school gate and collect the students at the collection point inside the school
premises.

Parents / guardians / authorized person or private drivers are strictly advised not to

allow your children to cross the road or walk by the road unattended.

Parents / guardians / authorized person or private drivers must collect KG students from

the collection area inside the school gate at 12.30 p.m.

Students from Year 1 to Year 13 leave at 1.00 p.m. Parents / guardian / authorized

representatives or private drivers must collect students from the collection area inside

the school gate not later than 1.30 p.m.

No students will be waiting outside the school gate or leave the building before 1:30

pm. Parents must collect them from the collection area inside the school premises.

At BFIS, the main doors open at 6.20 am, and the students must report before 6.50 am.

Any student reporting late after 7:15 am is required to wait on the gate for registration

of their late arrival. Then, an email will be sent to the parents automatically for late
arrival.

All parents or drivers should drive slowly and safely, maintaining a maximum of 20
KMH near the school.
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Any late pick up of the students will put the safety and security of the students at risks,
for which the parents will be fully responsible.
Frequent late pick up of the students will be liable to any disciplinary action by the
school management.
School admin staff monitors the area, especially during arrival and dispersal times.
Parents are expected to follow the instructions given by the admin staff. Their guidance
is crucial for the safety of everyone.
Parents or private drivers must park their vehicles in the designated area ONLY. They
should not block the main entrance or park in a way that results in traffic congestion.
Parents or drivers should park their vehicle and escort the child to/ from the school gate.
Parents or private drivers must not stop or drop off children in the middle of the road.
They must ensure that the children are handed over to school staff at the gate during the
drop off.
The school doesn’t recommend use of any private transport, however it is totally choice
of the parents to hire any transport provider but they must ensure that the private drivers

follow all safety and security procedures issued by MoEHE and Mol.

The school bears no responsibility for the actions or conduct of private drivers who pick

up or drop off your ward (s).

The school is not accountable for students’ indiscipline behaviour and their safety
concerns during their journey by private transport.

Parents should ensure safe and timely reporting of their wards to school while using

private transport. The school does not bear any accountability in this matter.
