Assist with the planning and organization of school events and activities

Composition:
The Student Council consists of the following:

A Head Boy
An Assistant Head Boy
Proctors or prefects (from within senior school students)

ELECTIONS FOR THE STUDENTS’ COUNCIL:

Members of students’ council are elected through elections at the start of every
academic year where the students of Year 4 to Year 13 vote. The management is responsible
to ensure the elections are free, fair and across the campus. Students give nominations to be the
candidates in the elections but the management reserves the right to reject any nomination on
the basis of poor academic or behaviour record. Proctors are nominated by the Class teachers
on the basis of their class performance.

Regular meetings of the students’ council are held on monthly basis under supervision
of Assistant Principal (Senior Wing).
